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Nests, eggs and a nestling of Black Noddy were identifiedin a Kangokuiwa, a rocky reef along Iwo Jima
Island(24° 47'N 141° 19'E ) in Japan, on 11 February and 28 May 2000 respectively. These are the first
authenticated record of breeding of this species in Japan. The nests were found in crevices of rocks, and
also on bushes.
